Sample Itinerary for Winter Tours

(Activities may vary depending on dates selected, group interest, and weather)

Day 1: 
Arrival and pickup in Bolzano.  Enjoy a happy hour as our guests at our hotel.  It’s the perfect 
opportunity to start planning tomorrow’s activities.  Dinner with your family and friends this evening.  
Take a moment to take in the fresh mountain air before turning in for the night.

Day 2:  
Depending on your arrival time on day 1, we’ll coordinate your equipment rental before you hit 
the slopes today.  There will be an excursion to the local village for non/skiers where you can
enjoy the character and beauty of the medieval village of Kastelruth.

Day 6:
